Capital University offers an art major with education licensure which
prepares future educators through coursework in studio art, design,
and art history. Students in this program also receive a broad liberal
arts education to build comprehensive knowledge on which they can
draw as educators. Students are encouraged to do arts-based research
and become involved in state and national arts education
organizations. Students are guided through the educator licensure
process in Ohio in their third and fourth years in this program.

Capital’s graduates have earned positions in professional areas such
as teaching in public and private schools, working as professional
studio artists, and serving as art therapists. Many students have
pursued graduate degrees in studio art, art history, art therapy, art
education, and arts administration.
